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There are many KSBS building codes. Hawaii is the uncontested #1 state when it comes to earthquake frequency; therefore, your building must be able to withstand both small and large earthquakes. 

· The building must fit on the foundation. 
· Attach your building to the base using pins, paper clips, or string.
· Your building must be at least 36 cm tall. 
· Your building has 2 floors 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Floor height = 18 cm tall (approximately the height of 1 straw).
· The floor must support the weight of at least 1 sand bag (250 grams) without collapsing. 
· A blueprint with measurements and key must be submitted before earthquake testing.
· To survive an earthquake test, the building must not collapse for 10 seconds after the earthquake begins. The weights must stay on the building. You have 1 minute to repair any damage to your building before the next earthquake test.
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
