STORYTELLING

Objectives:
1. To introduce the skills and principles of storytelling/oral interpretation.

2. To elicit expressiveness in speech delivery.
Everyone has at some time or another been a storyteller. You told your tale to an audience, hoping to get a reaction—laughter, empathy, or maybe even fear. For this speech, you will choose a story to tell the class. Your story options are listed below, but whatever you choose, you need to consider the incidents of the story and the order in which they occur. A story must have details and description to bring it to life and make the story clearer to the audience. Make sure that your story is appropriate for the audience.

Where I am From
Have you lived through a crisis, disaster, accident or illness?  Do you come from another part of town, city, state, country?  How does where you are from and what you have been through shape who you are now?
Learned the Hard Way
Did you ever get in trouble?  Did you ever tell a lie?  Did you ever get locked out of somewhere?  Did your car ever break down/run out of gas?  Did you ever break a promise?  Not follow some good advice? Do you have a scar? Have you ever been really scared, or really embarrassed? Did you ever play a practical joke? What did you learn from these hard experiences?
The First Time
Tell us about your best friend.  Do you remember moving into a new neighborhood … a new house?  Do you remember your first bicycle?  First airplane ride?  First date?  First time you ever went to the ER? First great moment playing on a sport or other team?  First time at or in a live performance? The first time you realized you were mortal?  Has the power of “first” experience been a defining moment in your life?


Lost and Found
Have you ever been totally lost?  Did you ever lose your keys or something really important? Did you lose your heart to someone?  Did you ever lose a pet?  Did you ever find something in an unexpected way?  Has someone found you? Ever lost faith? Lost hope? Found hope?  How have your losses and/or searches influenced you?
Up the Family Tree
Where is your family from?  Any famous people?  Any infamous people?  Do you remember a special holiday?  Do you have a story about you and your siblings?  Is there something special about your parents, siblings, or a close relative?  Has a story about your grandmother/grandfather, or aunt/uncle made an impact?  Are you adopted?  Are you a twin? Do you have a special family tradition?  What is the story about being a leaf on the family tree and how does it shape who you are today?

 
Day One (1/20 or 1/21)

In class: Listen to a story from “The Moth”. Discuss…what makes a good story? Introduce storytelling speech.
Homework: Select your story and write a detailed, one page description of it. Also include a description of the 
1) theme (of the 5 listed above)

2) characters and their relationship to each other, 
3) change: how did you change from beginning to end? 
4) stakes: why did this moment matter to you?
Day Two (1/22 or 1/25)

In class: Figurative language, incorporate figurative language into story

Homework: 3 types of figurative language for your story…list the type and the actual phrase. Example: Simile – Her lips were red as roses.
Day Three (1/26 or 1/27)

In class: Introductions
Homework: Create an intro for your story

In class: Review grading rubric, peer review, memorize story
