Easter Convoca!on Sets the Tone for Easter Week 

“Hosanna!”, a liturgical word in Judaism and Chris7anity, means to 

rejoice or shout out praise.  This was the message at our  kindergarten 

through eighth grade Easter Convoca7on.   Kahu Ruth shared the story 

of how Jesus rode into Jerusalem on a donkey during Holy week, 

showing humility.  While on his ride through the city, townsfolk waved 

palm leaves and sang, “Hosanna”, which also means, “save us”. 

Kula haʻahaʻa students Sarah Huston and Kyra Gomes each performed 

a musical number and our Praise and Worship Team performed 

“Hosanna Rock”.  Our special service culminated with each student 

receiving a palm leaf as we sang, “Hosanna, Loud Hosanna.”
