Kula Haʻahaʻa Student Council (ʻAha ʻŌpio) Campaign Guidelines
 2017-2018
Thank you for choosing to run for an ʻAha ʻŌpio officer position.  Please read the following guidelines carefully, as some of the campaign procedures have changed from last year.  
Purpose of ʻAha ʻŌpio:  
· Give students a voice in bringing ideas, requests, and feedback to school administration
· Provide opportunities for students to practice leadership, problem solving and collaboration skills

· Reinforce our E Ola! Learner Outcomes (e.g., mālama, kuleana, mahalo, kahiau, hōʻihi, etc.)
Objectives of the campaign:
· Provide a process that will help students develop communication skills through public speaking and peer interaction
· Deemphasize material goods and emphasize building relationships (pilina)
· Run a fair and equitable campaign
· Focus on student strengths

· Reduce/eliminate financial cost to families

Campaign period runs from Monday, Sept. 11 to Friday, Sept. 15, 2017

Campaign Guidelines:

POSTERS
· Each candidate will be limited to 2 posters.  Candidates will be given 2 sheets of poster paper for their use.  Posters must be made with the paper provided, no substitutes.
· Posters must be hand-made by the student without the assistance of a computer or other electronic devices.
· Students may draw, paint, color, cut-out, stencil, and paste to create posters.  
· If including a picture of self, paste/tape a school picture or substitute.  Okay to use a computer to print out a picture of self.
· Posters may be placed in and out of Hāʻaeamahi and elementary pods starting on Monday, Sept. 11, before or after school and during recess.
CONVERSATION INSTEAD OF HAND-OUTS
· Students will not be allowed to hand-out any items (e.g. pencils, stickers, bookmarks, treats, etc.) to promote themselves.
· In lieu of hand-outs, students will be encouraged to promote themselves via face to face interactions with their fellow students.  This means introducing themselves and stating what qualities they possess that would make them the best candidate.  Focus on your strengths!  Students should refrain from making any promises.
· Conversations should take place before or after school, recess, and lunch.
SPEECHES

· Speeches are scheduled to be given on Monday, Sept. 18, 2017 at 8:00 am, after morning oli and pule in front of Hāʻaeamahi.  Please keep in mind that this schedule is subject to change depending on the number of candidates.  The actual number of candidates will not be known until all applications are returned.  You will be notified if there are any changes.
· Speeches should not exceed one-minute in length.
· You may use notes to give your speech, no need to memorize.
· Focus on your strengths and how they apply to the office you are seeking.
· Refrain from making any promises.
· Please see one of your teachers or counselors if you need help with your speeches.
· Show your speech to Mr. Kudo by Friday, Sept. 15, 2017.
ELECTION

· Students will vote in their classrooms immediately following the speeches on Monday, Sept. 18.  The voting date and times are subject to change, depending on the amount of candidates.  You will be notified of any changes.

Positions and Duties
(All duties performed under the guidance of the ʻOhana and Student Activities Coordinator - OSAC)
President:

· Presides over meetings of student council (with advisor)
· Plans, organizes, executes and evaluates activities and events
· Represents students of the school by speeches and reporting to teachers/administrators
· Represents school at larger functions/activities
Vice President:

· Takes the place of the president when the president is absent
· Assists the president in planning, organizing, executing, and evaluating activities and events
· Represents students of the school by speeches, etc.
· Helps with activities and events
Secretary:

· Keeps and reports minutes of all student council meetings
· Takes care of all communications and correspondence
· Helps with activities and events
Treasurer:

· Keeps charge of all student council funds
· Reports financial status to student council members
· Helps with activities and events
· All officers will be alakaʻi (leaders) of their fellow class representatives and the school’s  student population in general.
