Behavior/Discipline Policy


Please read my behavior/discipline policy over with your guardian and sign at the end of the paper.  This MUST be returned with the required signatures by the 3rd class meeting.  If not, I will call home.

General Behavior/Rules

1. You need to follow all K.S.M. rules as outlined in the handbook.

2. Please respect everyone and everything in this room and school.

3. You may bring a drink to class, but please make sure that it has a cap on it.

4. No food or gum is allowed.

5. Please ask before printing.  No more than 5 pages at a time per day.

6. Please do not be tardy to class.  If you are more than 5 min. late to class you must go to the office for a tardy slip (less than that will be my discretion).  
7. If you misbehave or conduct yourself in a manner that is inappropriate/disruptive (walking around when you should be in your seat, talking out of turn, arguing with me during class time, etc.), there will be consequences for your actions (see “Consequences” section).
The first level of consequences will affect your class participation grade.  However, continuous infractions will lead to more consequences that are outlined in this policy. 

Working in the Classroom


This is an actual class, not a study hall to get other work finished.  Nor is it appropriate to fool around on your laptops (more on that later).  If you are caught doing work other than what is assigned, you will be disciplined.  

Cheating


This is a topic that I wish I did not have to address, but past experiences has proven that I must.  Cheating includes any of the following:

· Copying of work (i.e. homework, quizzes, tests, etc.) from another student.

· Using cheat sheets during a quiz or test.

· Plagiarism in any form (this includes cutting and pasting, passing someone else’s work as your own without proper citation, etc.).
I will follow the school’s policy for cheating.  More consequences are outlined at the end.

Dress Code and Illegal Items


The school does have a dress code (appropriate colors for belts, tucked in shirts, clean shaven, etc.) and illegal items policy (cell phones on during school hours, any sort of music listening or game playing device, etc.) that I strictly enforce.  You will receive one verbal warning without a consequence for the first violation; however, the violation will be entered in SASI.  Anything after that can include any of the following consequences:

· The incident will be reported in SASI on the student’s discipline file.

· Removal of the item.  It can be picked up at the end of the day or when the VP says it would be O.K. in the main office.

· Phone call home if it is a chronic offense.

· Detention.

· If you have to miss a part of class (i.e. to go to the office to shave), you will be given an unexcused tardy and a zero for whatever work you have missed.

Computer Use


Please remember, computer use is a privilege, not a right.  Be aware that privilege can be taken away at any time.  Your laptops are here to help you with your work, not for entertainment or personal purposes.  In order to use the computers, you must do the following:

1. You and your guardian must read the entire behavior/discipline policy together.
2. Once you finish, both you and your guardian must sign below stating that you understand the rules.  You may not use the computers until I have both signatures.

3. If we have not officially started class yet, you may then go on the computer and read your e-mail but that is all.

4. Once we are working in class, you must turn off and put away your computers in the laptop bag that the school has provided for you if we are not using them.  If it is time to use them, you must take them out and work only on the assignment given for this class.  If you have finished everything for me for the day, you may use your laptops for school purposes only.  At no time are you allowed to fool around on your computer in this classroom.

Inappropriate computer use includes (but is not limited to) the following:

· Playing games.
· Listening to or downloading music.
· Searching the web for personal things.
· Creating, receiving, or answering personal e-mails during class time.  You may, however, check as I said before class or at the very end.
· Producing or working on personal videos, YouTube, MySpace, etc.  
Consequences


There are many different consequences for violations in this class.  It will be up to me to assign them depending on the severity, frequency, etc.  The consequences will include but are not limited to the following:
· An official record of the incident in the student’s discipline screen in SASI.
· Reduction of points in your class participation grade.  However, you can also loose points in other ways. 

· Several possibilities can occur for inappropriate laptop use.  Removal of the computer for the rest of the class period is one.  If the student was supposed to turn in work using the laptop, then he/she will also receive a “0” for the assignment.  Depending on the frequency and severity of the laptop infraction I may take the computer to the office where the student or parent can pick it at the end of the day.  If inappropriate laptop becomes chronic, then the student could be banned from using his/her laptop in my class for a predetermined amount of time.  If any work needs to be turned in, he/she will receive a “0” for that day.

· If a student displays any sort of behavior that is detrimental to him/her, is disruptive of others, or is in any way disrespectful, he/she could receive detention, reduction of class points, immediate phone call to guardian, etc. or any combination those consequences.
· Depending on the severity of cheating and when it is caught, the student can be given an automatic “0” with no chance of a redoing the assignment, detention, a phone call to the guardian, or even failure for the quarter.
Tardies/Absences

· Either a loss of 5 pts. from your class participation/behavior grade or a "0" for whatever assignment was collected or done during the time you missed.
· If you have more than 3 unexcused tardies to my class in a quarter, then you will receive one week of lunch detention in addition to the loss of points.
· If you have more than 6 unexcused tardies in a quarter to my class, then you will receive a Saturday detention, you will need to call home, and lose points for the day.
· Unexcused absences will mean "0" pts. for that day (anything previously assigned, given, or handed out). It is up to you to clear the absence.
