b. Create a vocabulary list on a poster of key terminology used in demonstrating how to make the item with Hawaiian and English terms.  8 words minimum.
c. Do a 1 page minimum (typed, 14 font, double spaced) write-up on your demonstration in ‘ölelo Hawai’i. Vocabulary list included on a separate page for correcting.
3. Your write up must include answers to the following questions:

a. What is it that you are demonstrating?

b. Who taught you how to make it?

c. How to make it?
4. Paper shall be typed in bullet form.  Hawaiian font, size 14, double-spaced, 1 page in length.

5. Sentences shall include:

1 -  Pepeke Henua (Something or someone is somewhere)

1 - ‘Aike He (…is a… am a … are a…)

1  - ‘Aike ‘O (…is the… is my… is your…)

1 - Suggestion (let’s…) / Command 
1 - Mäka Painu Ua (past tense)

1 - Mäka Painu Ke _ nei (present tense “ing”)

1 - Mäka Painu E _ ana (future tense “going to”)

1    - Mäka Painu E – (future tense “will”)
