Papa Honu’s Zoom Meeting 
Expectations: 
1. Get dressed. Pajamas are ok; just 

panties or bebedees are not ok. 
2. Keep your camera and mic on. 

(Kumu will mute everyone when she 
needs to.) Move out of the frame if 
you’re shy. (It’s okay, not all keiki are 
comfortable in front of the camera.) 

3. Listen when someone else is 
talking. Raise your hand and wait 
for Kumu to call you if you have 
something to say.

As keiki (with awesome ʻohana support) get more 
comfortable using Seesaw, Kumu will assign activities that 
incorporate more in-app tools such as the drawing tools 
and different colors, the video camera, or even screen 
recording while drawing. 

As far as our curriculum, we are going to focus on our core 
values of Aloha, Mālama, and Kuleana as well as some 
basic concepts such as colors and shapes. We will also be 
talking about keiki’s self and family.
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
