The awards are called Hanohano (3.00 – 3.49 GPA), Poÿokela (3.50 – 3.99 GPA), and Poÿo 
Kumu (4.0 GPA).  In addition, I mua awards are issued to those who have an improvement of .3 or better 
in the GPA over the previous grading period.
