Types of Service:

· Direct - Recipient of the service is directly affected by the service.  Usually the recipient and the server have direct contact with each other
· Public Service - Service done is for the good of the public or is educating the public
· Activism - The service usually has an effect on government/laws/policies
· Philanthropy - Fundraising or contributing money to a cause
· Life Style - The service is done without much forethought.  It is something that the person does
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
