Essential Question:  What impact did the Great Depression have on our society and its 



          people?


Your assignment for The Great Depression is to create a picture book.  The focus of the book should inform your audience about The Great Depression and the impact that it had on our society and people.  The picture book will be 8 pages in length so you will need to be precise and clear on the moral of your story.


The first step in beginning your picture book is to determine how you will organize and express what you know about The Great Depression.  You will need to visualize both your overall concept and the phases of your book through a story board.  You can use index cards to create a frame for each page of your book.  You should have a storyboard frame for every page of your book.  Remember to consider your overall plot summary, information flow and the goal of your book.

The storyboard is the most important organization component in creating your book.  It provides a format for you to organize your ideas before you begin your book production.  Your final storyboard should reflect the following criteria:

· An appropriate length for each scene/page.
· Each scene/page should advance the story.
· A scene/page should not be too short and/or leave out essential information.

· Elements need to be consistent from scene to scene.

· The story should have a clear beginning, middle, and end.

As you create each frame for your storyboard, it will be helpful to take notes for the following categories.  The idea is that each frame shows what is going to happen for each category listed below.  For example, each frame would show a picture of a scene and you would list lines beneath the frame that pertain to each area.
